“Do whatever he tells you!” John 2:1-11 
 

The Bible records four times when Mary speaks:  At the 
Annunciation she concludes by saying, “May it be done 
unto me according to your word.” [20 words] Luke 1:34, 
38.  When she visits Elizabeth she proclaims the Magnifi-
cat [125 words] Luke 1:46-55.  Then Mary scolds Jesus 
for staying behind in Jerusalem [20 words] Luke 2:48.  
Mary’s last words in the Bible are at the wedding feast at 
Cana.  She says to Jesus, “They have no more wine;” 
then to the servants, “Do whatever he tells you!” [10 
words] John 2:3, 5.  Mary is a woman of few words, [a 
total of 175 words recorded in the Bible].  But what pow-
erful words they are.  From “May it be done unto me ac-
cording to your word” to “Do whatever he tells you!” she 
gives us a model of faith, courage and openness to the 
will of God.  She challenges us to listen to Jesus in 
prayer and to do whatever he tells us; to become all that 
God created us to be.  What is such a “woman of a few 
words” telling us today?   Probably: “Do whatever he tells 
you!”

Freedom for the New Year   
  

So many of us have accumulated much 
more than we need. It bursts from our 
closets, overflows our shelves and clutters 
our lives. The “New Year” might be a won-
derful time to deliberately release our-
selves from the many “things” we own by 
cleaning out our closets and simplifying 
our lives in a prayerful and intentional 
way. 

 On one level, this is ridding ourselves of things, we 
don’t need, or things that we hated to part with except that 
they are so “out of style.” Certainly, many of us have many 
things that are “extra” or “unneeded” for us, but could be 
wonderful for those who can’t afford to buy clothes at a 
store. 
 Another level of this journey into personal freedom is 
to ask ourselves how much do I really need? How many 
sweaters do I want to choose from? How many jackets, 
sport shirts, dresses, shoes? How much jewelry? How 
many sets of silverware or dishes? How much of so many 
things we have in our lives? 
 We can get as serious and go deeply into this as we 
desire to find fruit.  This is not “should I get rid of what I 
don’t need?” This is different, more faith-filled and takes us 
into giving up “good” stuff—perhaps stuff we are attached 
to— because we want to experience the exercise of free-
dom. We do this because we sense that we are not free in 
some areas that are tremendously important for us, impor-
tant for our salvation, and growing in freedom before the 
things of our lives can be a great grace. This freedom, too, 
will place us in greater solidarity with those who find such 
great happiness and joy in trusting in God, while having so 
much less than we image we could survive on. 
 What else might we do, that fits our circumstances 
and the needs around us and in the world?
