


The Prodigal Son 
 
Hanging in the Church, just to 
the right of the Altar, in the 
side niche, is a tapestry.  It is 
an interpretation of a famous 
“interpretation” of the story of 
the Prodigal Son which is our 
Gospel lesson today.  This 
tapestry was painted by a   
Lafayette artist and usually 
hangs in the confessional/
Reconciliation room here at 
Sacred Heart. 
 
Rembrandt painted this famous scene back in 1669.  
It was one of his last works.  The scene shows very 
beautifully the joy of the Father at having his son 
back, and the father is offering the compassion and 
forgiveness of God the Father.  The son is pictured 
as collapsed before the father, exhausted and 
scarred, but grateful to be home again. 
 
Rembrandt’s beautiful painting invites us to see 
ourselves in each of the characters in this story: in 
the father’s joy of finding what was lost and dead, 
in the prodigal son’s facing responsibility for the 
hurt he has caused, and even in the older brother’s 
understandable but divisive resentment and distrust.   
 
We know that the work of forgiveness is tough in-
deed.  In truth, love always demands a great deal 
from us.  For you and me, forgiveness begins by 
seeing things through the eyes of the forgiver, God, 
and this loving Father in today’s story.  “This Son 
of mine was lost and is found; he was dead and has 
come back to life.”

Jesus tells the story of the man with two sons, one who is 
ungrateful and leaves to squander half of his father’s posses-
sions.  Despite his son’s ingratitude, the father longs for his 
son’s return.  The ungrateful son sinks so low he realizes his 
mistake and chooses to return to his father to beg forgive-
ness.  The other son is angered by his father’s act of love 
and compassion for the son who abandoned and hurt him.  
In a similar story in the Talmud the ungrateful son is too 
ashamed to take the first step to return to his father.  His 
father sends him a note, “Son, come back as far as you can, 
and I will come the rest of the way!”  God has given us all 
that we have, all that we are and all that we ever will be.  
Are we sometimes ungrateful for all that God has given to 
us?  Have we failed to use it as God intended?  Have we 
abandoned God’s plan for us?  Probably!!!!  But He longs 
for our return.  If we are reluctant to take the first step, He 
comes to us.  Our God is an Awesome God.
