There is a guy at my gym 
with whom I visit some-
times in the mornings.  
He’s a very interesting 
man: he is a local neuro-
surgeon in the commu-
nity.  I have a great deal 
of admiration for someone 
who uses such precise 
surgical skills to operate 
on the tiny nerves in our bodies.   
 

Most of us are pretty good at taking things apart…. 
especially other people!  Like the Pharisees and 
scribes in today’s Gospel of the adulterous woman, 
we are able at times to point out evil, sin and failure 
in others with surgical precision.   
 

But Jesus asks us in this Gospel story to look 
within, to examine for the evil, sin and failure in 
ourselves.  Yes, we are well-practiced in criticizing 
and condemning others, especially those who have 
different attitudes or opinions from ours.  The real 
question however is: do we have what it takes to 
change evil into good, to bring into the light all 
those things of God that so often remain unseen in 
the darkness of a person’s fear and ignorance.   
 

In today’s story, Jesus asks both the woman’s ac-
cusers AND the woman herself to move beyond 
their standards or expectations, to look beyond our 
disappointments and to try to find within ourselves 
the compassion and love of God that leads to true 
and lasting joy, healing and life.

Deacon Bollich, became an ordained Catholic Permanent 
Deacon on Sept. 10, 2006 for our Diocese, and is cur-
rently assigned to St Jules Parish in Lafayette.  In addi-
tion, he is a well-known Scripture scholar. He will bring 
the Word of God to life for us. This speaker will be an 
excellent complement to our Lenten project of the Audio 
Bibles:  You’ve Got Time!   He has traveled extensively 
in the Holy Land as an historian and archeologist and has 
a great depth of knowledge about our Catholic faith.  

 

Deacon Reggie Bollich was born and raised in 
Scott, LA, taught by the Christian Brothers, 
and graduated from Cathedral High School in 
Lafayette. He graduated in Physics from UL 
and Computer Science from the University in 
Houston. He worked on NASA’s Apollo Moon 

Mission programs in Houston for 8 years and retired 
from ExxonMobil in 2001 with 28 years of service where 
14 of the 28 years were spent working and living in Saudi 
Arabia and the Far East.  
 

Also, he has been visiting and excavating archeological 
sites in the Middle East since 1983. During the last 13 
years, he helped unearth the lost city of Bethsaida, a  
recently discovered New Testament Biblical site that is 
located on the northshore of the Sea of Galilee. In 1996, 
while digging to a depth of 8 feet beneath the lost city of 
Bethsaida, he discovered the Old Testament city of  
Geshur.  
 

He is also the president of a non-profit corporation. 
“Family Thais Outreach of Acadiana” FTOA serves Sar-
nelli Orphanage in Thailand where the Charlene Richard 
Mission House was recently built and dedicated.

“Teacher, this woman was caught in the very act of 
committing adultery. Now in the law, Moses com-
manded us to stone such a women.“ John 8:1-11 

 

Reason would lead us to conclude that if the scribes and 
Pharisees caught a woman “in the very act of adultery” 
that they also caught the man. The law required that both 
parties “caught in the very act of adultery” be stoned 
[Deuteronomy 22:22].  But they only bring the woman 
before Jesus.  Hmmm!  Could the man “caught in the 
very act” have been an influential or high ranking public 
or religious official?  Hmmm!  It is not unusual for peo-
ple to be selective in their decisions, to be quick to judge, 
and unfair with condemnation.  Would not the world be a 
much better place if we all stopped judging others, at 
least not so quickly, and were quicker to be generous 
with all that God has given to us - that is everything we 
are and have.  Note that Jesus does not condemn the men 
who wanted to stone the woman.  They actually condemn 
themselves.  The woman does not deny her sin, but Jesus 
does not condemn her.  He tells her to sin no more.  
When we are judgmental and selfish Jesus does not con-
demn us.  But we should condemn ourselves and turn to 
Jesus to help us.
