One of our parishioners, Stefan J. Cormier, has been commis-
sioned as a second lieutenant of Branched Aviation Affairs by 
the United States Army. Cormier completed his ROTC train-
ing at the University of Louisiana at Lafayette, ranking in the 
Top 10 percent of ROTC graduates across the nation.  
 
While at UL, Cormier attained a 3.7 grade point average and 
was recognized as the Outstanding Business Management 
Graduate. His commission was presented in December.  
 
Lt. Cormier has received his orders to report to Ft. Rucker, 
Ala., for flight training, specializing in flying Apache helicop-
ters. During this time, his duties as an officer will include 
working with computers, organizing people and information, 
as well as training, developing and leading soldiers.  
 
Cormier has received numerous military awards. He has been 
honored with top rankings on the Order of Merit List, which 
is earned by a score derived from a combination of scores 
based upon GPA, physical training scores and commander’s 
personal evaluation of each cadet. Cormier scored in the top 8 
percent out of almost 5,000 cadets.  
 
He has also been recognized by his peers at UL with the Ca-
det Leadership Award.  Lt. Cormier was honored for out-
standing service to Delta Company’s “Ragin’ Cajuns” by the 
company commander for the 2008-09 school year.   He is the 
son of Clint Cormier.
