Family Promise June 27th-July 4th

Family Promise is a nationwide program, active in 40
states, which provides living accommodations and a fam-
ily atmosphere for homeless families. During a family’s
participation in the program, the network works to help
them secure employment, education, and permanent
housing. They devote a maximum of 90 days to this ef-
fort. In rare cases, the stay may be extended. Before
becoming participants, a thorough background check is
done on the families to assure safety of volunteers. Vol-
unteers in the program provide homeless families with
basic human needs—shelter, safety, and sustenance—
with a spirit of warmth and hospitality. Facilities be-
come temporary homes in which families are treated as
guests and individuals are accepted as they are. In this
environment, guests are able to maintain their dignity.
The kindness of hosts helps to diminish the hurt of home-
lessness, and both volunteers and guests grow and learn
from each other. Guests arrive at the accommodating
facility between 5:30 and 6:00 PM and remain overnight.
The host congregation provides the evening meal, an
overnight host, breakfast, and a bag lunch. In the morn-
ing, guests return to the day center. From there, children
go to school (other activities when not in session), and
adults care for young children or go out to work or to
look for jobs or housing.

Sacred Heart has chosen to be a participant by opening
up the classrooms on the side of Bishop Jarrell Hall (the
gym) to provide accommodations during the summer
when the classrooms are vacant.
