Today’s Gospel needs very little explanation. We all 
might be looking for the loopholes, but there aren’t 
any.    
 
We all have things of great value, emotionally, ma-
terially, historically. We all have possessions. The 
thing is not what we possess, but what possesses us. 
We know that it is so easy to receive the gifts and 
not the hand who offers them. Receiving a gift is 
holy; to cling to those possessions or to let them 
“own” us is almost sacrilegious.    
  
May we not give in to the temptation of “vanity of 
vanities”.  May we always appreciate the gifts that 
are given to us in life, all the blessings we receive on 
a daily basis.  And may we use those gifts in service 
and compassion for others.  “To those who are given 
much, much is expected of
