And, he promises us that 
this communion with his very heart "will be repaid 
at the resurrection of the righteous." 
 
Lord, may all people be able to share at Your table 
of blessings, until no one is hungry or left out, or  
Persecuted or sick without care.  On that day may 
all human life be treated with the sacred life and 
human dignity which you gave to every person at 
Creation..
